T1.1 TENDER NOTICE AND INVITATION TO TENDER

The Dr Beyers Naudé Local Municipality invites tenders for the PAVING OF UMASIZAKHE LOCATION IN
THE BEYERS NAUDE LOCAL MUNICIPALITY

Tenderers must have a CIDB contractor grading designation of 4CE or higher. The tenderers’ attention is
drawn to clause 4.1.1 of the Tender Data when submitting their tender. In addition, tenderers must
demonstrate competence in the construction of projects using the principles of the Extended Public Works
Programme either through their own experience or through a joint venture partner.

The project is subject to the new PPPFA Regulations of 2022. A minimum of 30% (if feasible) of the value of
the works must be let out to Exempt Micro Enterprises (EMESs) or Qualifying Small Enterprises (QSEs) who
are at least 51% owned by black people (sub-clause 9. (1) (b)) and who are registered on the National Treasury
CSD database to meet the requirements of the “stipulated minimum threshold” (sub-clause 8.1 (b)). In addition,
all unskilled and semi-skilled labour must be sourced from within the DBNM boundaries.

In addition, only tenderers who have access to a suitably qualified and experienced Construction Manager
who will be the single point of accountability and responsibility for the management of the construction works,
and who is registered with SACPCMP as Pr. CM or with ECSA as Pr. Eng. or Pr. Tech. Eng. or Pr. Techni.
Eng. are eligible to tender. Provision has been made through the contract for third-party management support
by the Employer in terms of the principles of SANS 1921-4: 2004.

Preferences are offered to tenderers in terms of sub-clause 5.11.8 of the Tender Data (B-BBEE Status).

Only tenderers who are registered on the National Treasury Central Supplier Database (CSD) as accredited
service providers are eligible to submit tenders. Registration is permitted prior to the submission of tenders

Micro Enterprises (EMESs) or Qualifying Small Enterprises (QSEs) which are at least 51% owned by black
people (sub-clause 9. (1) (b)) and who are registered on the National Treasury CSD database to meet the
requirements of the “stipulated minimum threshold” (sub-clause 8.1 (b)). Further, this work is to be
subcontracted in a minimum of 5 work packages to EMEs / QSEs registered in the appropriate CE grading
for the value of the subcontracted works tendered (the majority of EMEs / QSE’s will be 1CESs).

In addition, all unskilled and semi-skilled labour must be sourced from within the DBNM boundaries.

e Only tenderers complying with the requirements as specified in the Conditions of Tender and Tender Data
will be eligible to tender.

PRE-EVALUATION OF TENDERS

(@) Tenders will be pre-evaluated on the criteria (functionality) as set out below. Bidders that score less
than 60 out of 100 points for this criterion will be regarded as non-responsive and will not be evaluated
on price and Preference (B-BBEE). Unclear, vague, fragmented or incomplete information provided
will result in no points being allocated.

(b) The Bid Evaluation Committee reserves the right to request any documentation required to perform a
meaningful pre-evaluation. Bidders must therefore ensure that only relevant information is submitted.
Please note that all feedback requested is time-barred and SCM Evaluation team will not award any
points for late submission and/or lack of response.

(c) The following criteria will be used to calculate points for the functionality of tenders and bidders should
ensure that they submit all information in order to be pre-evaluated on the criteria mentioned below:

and appointment letter, reflecting the value and scope of the project, from the client must be attached,
failure to provide the required information shall result in a zero score being applied.

Criteria 2: Experience of Nominated Site Agent in Similar Projects (15 points)

This shall be the experience of a nominated person that would be placed permanently with the relevant
experience similar to the job on-site and in charge of the construction works for the duration of the project.
Copy of Curriculum Vitae must be attached with certified copies of qualifications. If the nominated person
is not in the full time employ of the Tenderer, the nominated person must, in writing, indicate that they are
available for the project, a nominated representative may not tender with more than one company.

Note that this criterion relates to the Site Agents Specific experience with reference to the scope
of works of this tender and is not a duplication of the experience of the Company Experience.
Tenderers must provide sufficient proof that the Site Agent has the required experience to carry
out the scope of works contained in the tender. It also takes into account that the references are
related & relevant to the experience submitted.

(b) Relevant experience is defined as the accumulation of knowledge or skill that results from direct
participation in relevant/similar events or activities.

(d) Similar projects are defined as: Projects that are of similar nature from a construction perspective,

which includes all types of works contained in the scope of works and detailed in the bills of quantities and

are at least R2m in value individually.

Criteria 3: Financial Capacity (20 points)

This shall mean access to a financial facility, to be used as working capital, until such time that the first
milestones can be created to warrant a claim from the Employer. This can either be in cash on the Bank
Account of the company or pre-approved credit facility by Registered Financial Institution. Original letter
from the Bank or Financial Institution, confirming Bank balance or approved credit facility must be attached.
